FR-Region Nouvelle-Aquitaine: “We 
use electronic signature for contracts”

Technical assistance and communication activities

Latvian NN: ”Fish products were added to 
a national online food catalogue, to 

better promote them nationally”

Spanish NN: “We provided technical support 
to the Ministry of Agriculture to help design 

collective action in response to Covid-19.

Swedish MA/NN: ” We encourage 
hospitals and public schools to supply 
their canteens with local fish, through 

new public procurement”

Italian MA/NN: “We consulted 
with all the FLAGs on several 

occasions in April to establish a 
list of pilot projects to face the 

crisis in a collective way.
